1. LICENSE GRANT 

In connection with the transfer of possession of the software 
package provided with this Agreement, Unication, (LICENSOR) hereby 
grants to possessor (LICENSEE) a non-exclusive license to use the 
software program(s) (SOFTWARE) and documentation 
(DOCUMENTATION) of said software package with a single-user 
computer system. LICENSEE may, upon requesting and receiving written 
permission of LICENSOR, transfer possession of the software package 
including SOFTWARE and DOCUMENTATION and transfer this license to 
another party if the other party agrees in writing to accept the terms and 
conditions of this agreement. 

2. OWNERSHIP 
LICENSEE is given possession of a program module(s) with the 

software package in or on which Software is copied, but title to the 
SOFTWARE and DOCUMENTATION, all copies thereof and all rights 
therein, including all rights in the patents, copyrights, and trade secrets 
applicable thereto, shall remain vested in LICENSOR, regardless of the 
form or media in or on which the original and other copies of software and 
documentation may subsequently exist. Nothing contained herein shall be 
deemed to convey any title or owner-ship interest in the program 
module(s), SOFTWARE or DOCUMENTATION to LICENSEE.

LICENSEE agrees that it will not in any form, export, re-export, 
resell, ship, or divert or cause to be exported, re-exported, resold, shipped, 
or diverted, directly or indirectly, the SOFTWARE and DOCUMENTATION 
or a direct product thereof to any country for which the United States 
government or any agency thereof at the time of export or re-export 
requires an export license or other government approval without first 
obtaining such license or approval. 

3. COPYING RIGHTS 
LICENSEE may make copy(s) of SOFTWARE and 

DOCUMENTATION, required for backup or modification purposes in 
support of the use of the SOFTWARE with the single-user computer 
system, but LICENSEE must include existing copyright notices on any such 
copy, modifications, or portion of SOFTWARE merged into another 
program. Such notice(s) may appear in several forms, including 
machine-readable form, and LICENSEE agrees to reproduce such 
notice(s) in each form in which it appears, to the extent it is physically 
possible to do so. 

4.TRANSFERABILITY 
LICENSEE may not transfer SOFTWARE and DOCUMENTATION,

The Elegant and Legend programming is designed to operate on the IBM 

personal computer or compatible with Windows 2000, XP or 2003, a serial port, 

and 256M or 512M of available RAM. This software is best viewed at 1024x768 

screen resolution. 

• Pager Interface (not included)  

This unit provides communication between the computer and the Pager 

Mechanical Interface. This package includes all cables necessary for connection 

with the computer, the power source and the Pager Mechanical Interface. 

 

Use only the latest model of the Programming Interface, with the 

Product Family Elegant and Legend pager and pager programming 

software. Use only the Unication-supplied cable for connection 

between the Pager Mechanical Interface and the Programming 

Interface. Use of non-approved cables can result in improper 

operation and/or incorrect programming of the pager.  

 

• Pager Mechanical Interface (included)  

This fixture is designed specifically for the Product Family Elegant and Legend 

pager. 

It allows the pager to be connected to the computer via a serial interface.  If the 

computer has only USB ports, a standard off-the-shelf Serial to USB converter will 

work.  

• Pager Programming Software (included)  

This software program, designed specifically for the Product Family Elegant and 

Legend pager, allows you to select the desired information to program into the

Equipment Setup 
Refer to Figure 1 while performing the following steps. 

1. Plug the serial cable into the Pager Mechanical Interface. Connect the other end of 

the serial cable to the serial port on your computer 

 

The program uses COM1 as the default communications port. If both a serial port and a 

modem are used on the computer, it is recommended that COM1 be used as the serial 

port. If COM1 cannot be used, change the default to COM2 in the File/Setup menu item 

when using the software. 

 

Use only the Unication-supplied cable for connecting the Pager Mechanical Interface. 

Use of non-approved cables can result in improper operation and/or incorrect 

programming of the pager. 

 

2.  Plug the power supply cable into the Pager Mechanical Interface and plug the ac/ 

dc adapter into a 120 Vac (or 220 Vac) electrical outlet.

1. Align the contact pins of the programming station with the two (2) holes on the 

rear of the pager located to the right of the battery door latch.  

2. Place the pager in the programming station. 

3. Ensure the pager is tight in the programming station. The pager is now ready to 

read or program.

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Basic Layout 
The Elegant and Legend PPS uses a graphic interface that supports both a mouse and 
a keyboard. Anything that can be done with the mouse can be done with a key 
sequence. Refer to Figure 2.  
1. Title Bar -Located above the menu bar, a non-selectable region that contains the 

title name of the program.  
2. Menu Bar-E ach menu name that is visible on the menu bar contains menu items 

that are closely related to it. When a menu is selected, such as File, the menu 
displays specifications that can be chosen. 

3.  Toolbar-The Standard toolbar contains the basic file and program operations. 

4. Desk top -The main portion of the screen, where most of the interaction occurs 
during programming. All dialog and message boxes activated from the menu bar 
and status line is displayed on the desktop.  

5. Status Line-Located at the bottom of the window, describes the current status of the 
desktop. Clicking the mouse or pressing the associated function key activates the 
status line. The line calls out the most important function being performed or 
frequently used.

The Product Family Elegant and Legend Pager Mechanical Interface is a passive  

Inter connection between the NRN8815 Programming Interface and the Product Family 

Elegant and Legend pager. The fixture has a receptacle (J1) that accepts the RJ-11 

type plug of the coiled cable from the Programming Interface. Programming  

information is sent through the spring-loaded pins that make the appropriate contacts in 

the Product Family Elegant and Legend pager. 

 

Use only the Unication -supplied cable for connection between the Programming 

Interface and the Pager Mechanical Interface. Use of non-approved cables can result in 

improper operation and/or incorrect programming of the pager. 

 

Programming information is sent to the Product Family Elegant and Legend pager  

from the Programming Interface through the coiled cable. The operation of the  

Programming Interface is described in the manual (6881010B39) provided with it. 

There are no active devices in the Product Family Elegant and Legend Pager 

Mechanical Interface. A schematic diagram of the signal paths is shown in Figure 2. 

 

Maintenance Information

A default is information automatically generated by the software program. Basically, 

any field that contains a preset selection is called a default. Default information can be 

changed as necessary. It is used to ensure that a basic entry is present for required 

information.  

Desktop  

The desktop is the main working area of the window which has the menu bar at the 

top and the status bar at the bottom of the screen.  

Field  

An area on the screen where information is entered.  

Highlight Bar  

The cursor is not represented by a single character space, but instead by a long 

contrasting bar of color or gray scale.  

Menu Bar  

The bar across the top of the desktop containing the names of several pull-down 

menus.  

Pager Clock Crystal  

A crystal used inside the pager to control the time-keeping function.  

Pull-down Menu  

A menu that opens when the menu title or topic is selected. You can select it by 

clicking on the title and "pulling down" on the menu, hence its name.  

Sequential  

Refers to programming more than one pager.  

Toggle  

To select/deselect an option or feature 
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Appendix 
This Windows based PPS and Elegant and Legend pagers have a number of new features and they will 
be described in this Appendix 
 

I. Converting 4 RIC pager Code Plug Files to the 8/16 RIC format 
Any GOLD pager Code Plug File can be read with this PPS and be converted to be used for programming the Elegant 

or Legend. When the GOLD codeplug file is read  the common parameters are set per the 4 RIC codeplug file.  The 

User, will then have to set the Elegant or Legend specific parameters per their application. 

The following is the process fro converting older codeplug files; 

1. Read the codeplug file by depressing F8 

2. Once the codeplug file is loaded, depress the Tools on the Menu Bar.  The following choices are 

available; 

 
For Elegant, choose 8 Capcode and 16 Capcode for the Legend.  

 

II. Setting the Alerts 
1. Fixed Alert Settings using the PPS 

If the Alerts are to be set using the PPS, go to the “Alert” screen and set the “”User Selectable Alerts” 

setting to “No”. Then go back to the Code 1-4 screens and select the Alert setting for each Functional 

Address. 
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2. User Selectable Alert Settings 

If the User is to select, using the pager’s front panel keybuttons, the Alerts for each Functional Address  

the following settings are required; 

i. On the “Code” screens, set the “Fix Alert” settings to all “N”. 

ii. On the “Alert” screen, set the “User Selectable Alerts” setting to “Yes”. 

3. A Mix of Fixed and User Selectable Alert Settings 

There may be specific Functional Addresses that the User will not be allowed to change the Alert setting.  

To accomplish this: 

i. On the “Code” screens, set the “Fixed Alert” setting to “N” (i.e., User Selectable) or “Y” (i.e., fixed) 

for the appropriate Functional Addresses 

ii. On the “Alert” screen, set the “User Selectable Alerts” to “Yes”. 

III. On/Off Duty Settings 

The On/Off Duty setting for each Functional Address can be programmed using the PPS SW so it is fixed or it is User 

selectable.  Below is a brief description. 

1. PPS Selectable Only 

i. On the “Code” screens set the “On/Off Duty (Y,N)” setting to “Y” for each Functional Address that 

will be controlled with the On/Off Duty Pager Menu setting. 

ii. On the “More Features” screen, set the “User Selectable Duty Source” setting to “No” 

2. User Selectable Only 

i. On the “Code” screens set the “On/Off Duty (Y,N)” setting to “Y” for each Functional Address that 

will be controlled with the On/Off Duty Pager Menu setting. 

ii. On the “More Features” screen, set the “User Selectable Duty Source” setting to “Yes”
